Deuteronomy 6:4-9 
Hear, O Israel: The LORD is our God, the LORD alone.  You shall love the LORD your 
God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your might. Keep these words 
that I am commanding you today in your heart. Recite them to your children and talk 
about them when you are at home and when you are away, when you lie down and when 
you rise.  Bind them as a sign on your hand, fix them as an emblem on your forehead, 
and write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. 
 

 

John 21:9-17 
 

When they had gone ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish on it, and bread. 
Jesus said to them, “Bring some of the fish that you have just caught.” So Simon Peter 
went aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of large fish, a hundred fifty-three of them; 
and though there were so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to them, “Come and 
have breakfast.” Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, “Who are you?” because 
they knew it was the Lord. Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and did 
the same with the fish. This was now the third time that Jesus appeared to the disciples 
after he was raised from the dead. When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to 
Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you love me more than these?” He said to him, 
“Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.”  Jesus said to him, “Feed my lambs.” A second 
time he said to him, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; 
you know that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Tend my sheep.” He said to him the third 
time, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” Peter felt hurt because he said to him the 
third time, “Do you love me?” And he said to him, “Lord, you know everything; you know 
that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Feed my sheep.  Very truly, I tell you, when you were 
younger, you used to fasten your own belt and to go wherever you wished. But when you 
grow old, you will stretch out your hands, and someone else will fasten a belt around you 
and take you where you do not wish to go.” (He said this to indicate the kind of death by 
which he would glorify God.) After this he said to him, “Follow me.”

Brothers and sisters in Christ:  Hear the Good 
News.  Our sins are forgiven through the grace of Jesus Christ.
