CALL TO CONFESSION 
Dear friends in Christ, let us confess our sins before God through the litany of 
confession and then confess in silence as we search our own hearts in private 
prayer... 
(Lead the litany.  Then allow time after the litany – 30 seconds to 1 minute – for 
silent prayer.  Then say Amen.) 

ASSURANCE OF PARDON 
Hear the words from Psalm 130:3-4, 7-8. 
If you, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand?  But there is 
forgiveness with you, so that you may be revered.  O Israel, hope in the Lord!  For 
with the Lord there is steadfast love, and with him is great power to redeem.  It is he 
who will redeem Israel from all its iniquities.  Brothers and sisters in Christ:  Hear the 
Good News.  Our sins are forgiven through the grace of Jesus Christ. 
 

(The congregation now sings the Gloria Patri)
