John 1:14-18 

 
And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and we have seen his glory, the glory 
as of a father‟s only son, full of grace and truth. (John testified to him and cried out, “This 
was he of whom I said, „He who comes after me ranks ahead of me because he was 
before me.‟ ”) From his fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. The law indeed 
was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. No one has ever 
seen God. It is God the only Son, who is close to the Father‟s heart, who has made him 
known.

Brothers and sisters, join in imitating me, and observe those who live according to the 
example you have in us.

But our 
citizenship is in heaven, and it is from there that we are expecting a Savior, the Lord 
Jesus Christ. He will transform the body of our humiliation that it may be conformed to 
the body of his glory, by the power that also enables him to make all things subject to 
himself. Therefore, my brothers and sisters, whom I love and long for, my joy and crown, 
stand firm in the Lord in this way, my beloved.
