Hosea 6:1-6

“Come, let us return to the Lord; for it is he who has torn, and he will heal us; he has
struck down, and he will bind us up. After two days he will revive us; on the third day he
will raise us up, that we may live before him. Let us know, let us press on to know the
Lord; his appearing is as sure as the dawn; he will come to us like the showers, like the
spring rains that water the earth.” What shall | do with you, O Ephraim? What shall | do
with you, O Judah? Your love is like a morning cloud, like the dew that goes away early.
Therefore | have hewn them by the prophets, | have killed them by the words of my
mouth, and my judgment goes forth as the light. For | desire steadfast love and not
sacrifice, the knowledge of God rather than burnt offerings.

Matthew 12:1-8

At that time Jesus went through the grainfields on the sabbath; his disciples were
hungry, and they began to pluck heads of grain and to eat. When the Pharisees saw it,
they said to him, “Look, your disciples are doing what is not lawful to do on the sabbath.”
He said to them, “Have you not read what David did when he and his companions were
hungry? He entered the house of God and ate the bread of the Presence, which it was
not lawful for him or his companions to eat, but only for the priests. Or have you not read
in the law that on the sabbath the priests in the temple break the sabbath and yet are
guiltless? | tell you, something greater than the temple is here. But if you had known
what this means, ‘I desire mercy and not sacrifice,” you would not have condemned the
guiltless. For the Son of Man is lord of the sabbath.”
